Exemptions Given to Top Ranked Young Golfers

CN and Golf Canada are pleased to announce that 15 year old Alexis Thompson of Coral Springs, Fla., and 20 year old Jenni-
fer Song of Ann Arbor, MI., will compete this August at the 2010 CN Canadian Women's Open at St. Charles Country Club in
Winnipeg.

Thompson, 15, is currently the world’s No. 1 ranked women's Amateur and junior
golfer according to Golfweek. In 2007, at the age of 12, Thompson became the
youngest player ever to qualify for the U.S. Women's Open. She subsequently qualified
for the 2008 and 2009 U.S. Women's Open Championships. She also won the 2008
United States Golf Association’s (USGA) Junior Girls Championship.

Song, 20, was named a member of the US Curtis Cup Team and tied for 5th at the
NCAA Women's Championship in May. Song also finished 21st at the LPGA's first
major of the year, the Kraft Nabisco Championship, and placed 3rd at the Pac-10
Championships in April. She was ranked No. 2 on Golfweek's Women's Amateur
Rankings but recently turned pro. At her first event as a professional, Song
claimed victory on the Duramed Future Tour in lllinois. Jennifer Song

Action on the CN Canadian Women'’s Tour
Jessica Shepley won the first stop on 2010 CN Canadian Women's Tour. Shepley, of Oakville, ON. outlasted the competition

over two rounds, firing a final-round 1-under par 72 to win the season opening event on the 2010 CN Canadian Woman's Tour
at Quilchena Golf and Country Club in Richmond, B.C. The 27-year old professional earned $10,000 (CAD), her share of the
event’s $60,000 purse. She will compete at this year's $2.25 million (US) CN Canadian Women's Open.

With three events this season and six exemptions available to the CN Canadian Women's Open, the CN Women's Tour offers a
great forum for up and coming golfers to hone their competitive edge. The next event is June 27-29 at Blue Spring Golf Club in
Acton, Ontario and the 2010 schedule concludes at Club de Golf Rivermead in Aylmer, Quebec July 11-13.
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
